	A figure formed by two rays that have a common endpoint.

	complementary angles
	Two positive angles whose sum is 90(.

	coterminal angles
	Two angles with the same initial and terminal sides.

	degree
	An angle measure that represents 1/360 of a complete rotation.

	initial side
	The ray in an angle that represents the starting direction of any rotation.

	negative angle
	An angle whose terminal side is a clockwise rotation from the initial side.

	obtuse angle
	An angle that measures between 90( and 180(.

	positive angle
	An angle whose terminal side is a counterclockwise rotation from the initial side.


	radian
	An angle measure that represents the central angle of a circle that intercepts an arc equal in length to the circle’s radius.

	ray
	A part of a line that has one endpoint and extends forever in one direction.

	right angle
	An angle that measures 90(.

	standard position
	An angle in the coordinate system with the vertex at the origin and the initial side on the positive x-axis.

	straight angle
	An angle that measures 180(.

	supplementary angles
	Two positive angles whose sum is 180(.

	terminal side
	The ray in an angle that represents the ending direction of any rotation.

	trigonometry
	The study of the relationship between the angles and sides of a triangle.

	vertex
	The common endpoint of an angle’s initial and terminal sides.
